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GRANT AWARDED FOR PAVING GARDNER ROAD

For the past two years, Roaring Brook Town-
ship has been working with EImhurst Twp, Moscow
Borough, Senator John Blake and State Repre-
sentative Mike Carroll to try to obtain the funding
towards the much needed paving of Gardner Road
through the three municipalities. In January, the
Township received notification that we were
awarded a $350,000 grant from the Common-
wealth Financing Authority for the paving of Gard-
ner Road. This money comes from the Local Share
Account which is money generated by the casinos
in the State.

Since January, we have been working with our
engineer to develop a bid package and to actually
put the project out for bid. We are pleased to announce that Gardner Road will be resurfaced
entirely from Route 435 in Elmhurst Twp to Route 690 in Moscow Borough. Pennsy Supply was
awarded the bid in the amount of $374,388.20. Each municipality will contribute the additional
funds to cover what the grant funds wonot.

Crews will begin by cleaning ditches, shoulders, pipe replacement and doing some base re-
pair in areas of blacktop failure. Once all the prep work is done, the actual paving will take
place consisting of a scratch/leveling course, to smooth out the ride, followed by the finish
wearing course of blacktop. Stone shoulders and pavement markings will complete the project.
To accomplish this project, it will be necessary to close Gardner Road some days to traffic. We
will keep residents informed of closures through our website and Facebook pages. Work is to
be completed by the end of August.

OLD TIRES WILL NOT BE PICKED UP. Hazardous material, tox-
ic matter, flammable liquids, household garbage, yard waste, pesticides & lawn
chemicals, ammunition, construction materials over 50 Ibs., brick, block, concrete,

car parts or any other prohibited waste materials will not be picked up . Liquid paint is
prohibited. However, if you open the paint cans and let the paint harden or add kitty litter to
the paint it can be collected. Propane tanks will not be collected . Tanks can be taken to

a scrap dealer or taken to a propane dealer for possible exchange. The general
rule is that any item that is prohibited from being disposed of at a landfill will

not be picked up. Waste Management will not pick up piles of unwanted items
that are larger than the size of a pickup truck bed.

Computers, laptops, monitors, printers, scanners, PC speakers, key-
board and/or mouse, battery backups and televisions will not be
picked up during the clean up. Residents can take electronics to the
Lackawanna County Recycling Center for a fee.

Currently, the Lackawanna County Recycling Center accepts all electronic items however, that
is subject to change.

POLICE VEHICLES EQUIPPED WITH NEW
TECHNLOGY

P In March of this year, the Roaring Brook Police Department
began utilizing new equipment in the patrol vehicles. Each

patrol vehicle has been equipped with an in -car computer,
printer, scanner and a GPS unit.

" The department will be utilizing the Panasonic Toughbook.

Being connected with the Lackawanna County Communication Center, these state of the art

computers will be able to provide the ability to access state and national crime files and intelli-

gence databases. This will allow our officers to communicate digitally with other law enforce-

ment agencies. Officers will be able to connect to the Lackawanna County Computer -Aided Dis-
patch System. This will give the officers the ability to access an incident, prepare reports and

gather any pertinent information related to a call all while out on patrol.

The computers will also be installed with the TraCS system. TraCS is the award winning data
collection, records management, and reporting software for public safety professionals. TraCS
provides the tools and functionality to record, retrieve, and manage incident information wher-
ever and whenever needed. From e -Citations and e -Crashes to Arrest and Incident reports,
TraCsS is the preferred solution for public safety agencies across North America.

Using the TraCS System, officers wild/ be able to
print warnings and citations, and prepare crash reports all while in the patrol vehicle. Citations

can then be filed electronically and directly to the magistrate. This makes it safer and more ef-

ficient.

Permits are required in Roaring Brook Township when there is a change to the structure or
topography on your property. The permits and the related inspections are in place for your pro-
tection. They assist in assuring the health and safety of you and your neighbor. They also
maintain the infrastructure of your area. This in turn will maintain the value of your property.

Permit fees are established to pay for the cost of the inspections and processing. Roaring
Brook Township does not realize a profit on the cost of permits. Please obtain a permit before
work begins. Contact the Township office for any additional questions.

PERMITS ARE REQUIRED FOR

Building Permit d new construction, additions, renovations involving structural changes
(window and door openings, bearing walls), attached decks/porches/roof structures and acces-
sory building/structures exceeding 1,000 square feet including garages & sheds. Swimming
pools require a building permit.

Zoning Permits d sheds, wind mills, outdoor boilers, retaining walls over 5 feet in height,
fences, signs.

Driveway Permits d new driveways or having existing driveways repaved with a new layer of
blacktop. Driveways being sealed by coating brushed on or sprayed on do not require permits.

Drainage Permits 0 when building a new home or disturbing more than one acre of land.
