BUDGET 2020
Chairman Jordan announced a minor change from the tentative budget is to increase line item 414.20 Zoning from $3000.00 to $7393.00.
· A MOTION by Farischon and seconded by Schield to adopt Resolution 6-2019 setting the Budget at $1,196,113.00 for the General Fund and $121,621.45 for Liquid Fuels for a total of $1,317,734.45  as submitted with the tax structure in place, setting the Real Estate Tax rate at 14.00 mils and a Special Road Equipment Tax a 1.5 mils and the Wage Tax at ½ of 1%, the Real Estate Transfer Tax at ½ of 1% and the Amusement Tax at 10%. Motion carried.

Chairman Jordan reported no one ran for open auditor position.  He was informed by Lackawanna County Board of Elections that several people had write in votes.  A letter was sent to two of the people who had the highest number of write in votes.  At this time no one has accepted, Mr. Jordan will contact the County to find out what is the next step.  According to 2nd Class Township Code the Board of Supervisors can hire a CPA to conduct an audit.

· A MOTION by Farischon was seconded by Schield to advertise the potential to engage a CPA to perform the 2019 audit contingent on the results of the County Election Board to appoint someone to the auditor vacancy.  Motion carried.
